¢ Things to remember
Excitement is high on Dedication Day, and we want to remind you of a few things
that might otherwise not be thought of. ..

» Normally, those attending with small infants tend to sit toward the rear of the Sanctuary so that an escape is swifter in

the event that the baby becomes fussy.

* We invite you and your family and friends to sit in the front of the Sanctuary on Dedication Day
However, after the dedication, it would be wise to take the little one & sit toward the back.

» With all the added changes in your little one's experiences that day, it is often too much of a challenge to ask him
or her to sit quietly in front of all those people. (Babies can't help but be curious, wiggly and fussy.) If you have invited
friends and family members to attend with their young children, please let them know that after the dedication they
can join you at the back of the Sanctuary. They are also invited to take their little one to the nursery if they so choose.
They will be given a beeper so that the staff can stay in constant contact with them during the service. Or they may

decide to watch the remainder of the service in the Cry Room in the Balcony.
* Your help in making them aware of these options will ensure that they are not faced with an awkward situation during

what may be their first visit to Princeton Alliance Church.
